ASMBI is organising, as usual, a session at the ISI World Statistics Congress. As in the past, 

there will be one lecturer who will present a very relevant topic and then some discussants 

(three this year) who will comment on the paper. The talk and the discussions should 

become later a paper in ASMBI. 

 

This year in Ottawa the lecturer will be Kerrie Mengersen (Queensland University of 

Technology (QUT), Brisbane, Australia) who will speak about "AusEnHealth: an Australian 

environmental health decision support platform". The discussants will be Denise Lievesley 

(Oxford University, UK), Kathy Ensor (Rice University, Houston, USA) and Tim Macuga (QUT, 

Brisbane, Australia). 

 

Just to give an idea of who are the people involved (if you do not know them ...), Kerrie is ISI
